Behaviour Policy 2020 Covid-19 Addendum
Whilst expectations in our Behaviour Policy remain pertinent, it is necessary, in light of the Covid-19 pandemic, to make some adjustments for the safety of all pupils and staff. It is to be used in conjunction with, and read alongside, the Behaviour Policy, Safeguarding Policy, Anti-Bullying Policy and Online Safety Policy. These adjustments are set out below: 
Routines for Arrivals, Departures and Movement around the school. 
Pupils should arrive to school from 8.25 am in non-uniform, however; 
· Clothing worn must be appropriate to our Catholic school. We do not anticipate problems in this area, but everyone must be willing to take responsibility for their appearance; 
· We do NOT want pupils dressing as if for a night club or party – you are coming to school to work;
· Make-up and jewellery are not acceptable, dyed hair and bare midriffs are unacceptable, football shirts are not appropriate and any hats or hoods should be removed in lessons as a matter of courtesy.
· School will offer Year 10 pupils the choice of wearing a protective mask on the school site. A washable mask will be offered free of charge on arrival on the first day of a pupil’s attendance on or after Monday June 22nd. It will be the responsibility of pupils to wash their mask and bring it to school on the next visit if they chose to wear one.
· Pupils must bring all of their own equipment to school. School will not provide items of equipment if they are forgotten and it will not be permitted for pupils to share or pass on any items. Please be aware that specific equipment for maths construction questions will be required.

Pupils should enter school through the main school gate only. School buses will be available but it is highly recommended that pupils avoid public transport wherever possible and walk, cycle or are dropped off by a family member. This is to help support social distancing. The side gate entrance to the school will be locked. Pupils should be conscious of the 2m social distancing rule whilst entering the site and clear signage will be in place to remind all visitors of the rules. Staff will meet the pupils at the main gate and remind them of this rule as they make their way to the senior yard through the pupil/staff gates. Visible markers on the floor will also be present on the pathway. Pupils cycling to school will be directed by a member of staff to the storage compound to help maintain social distancing. All other traffic will use only the turning circle and main road to drop off pupils, maintaining social distancing at all times and not entering the car park in front of school. Staff parking will only be permitted in the area close to the ‘house’ to keep the entrance to school clear of traffic.
Upon arrival to the senior yard, there will be markers on the floors to support pupils with social distancing. They will wait here, supervised by subject teachers, before being given further instructions and entering the senior building, led to their classroom by their teacher. At the point of entry to school, pupils must wash their hands at the portable washing station which has been placed under the canopy at the entrance to the science corridor. Groups of no more than 10 pupils will be taught in designated classrooms. No more than a quarter of the whole cohort of Year 10 pupils will be in school on any given day. Please refer to the accompanying document for full details of the curriculum which will be delivered each day and to which pupils.
Pupils will be expected to tell a member of staff if they are unwell and are exhibiting signs of Coronavirus. They must also have a responsibility for their own equipment e.g. water bottles and ensure that these are not shared with other pupils.
Movement around the school will be limited. When the pupils leave their classroom to go outside for break, they will be led by a member of staff and follow the markers on the floor to ensure they stay 2m from peers and adults.  Break will be staggered between 10:45 am and 11:15 am and will last for 10 minutes. This will ensure no groups will come into contact with each other. Pupils may bring their own food to eat at break as there will not be a facility for lunch in school.
Departure will take place at 1 pm. Pupils will be dismissed from the building from their designated exit. They will leave one at a time, again keeping their distance using the markers on the floors as a guide, and leave via the main gate. The decision to finish at 1 pm has been taken to avoid the increased risk associated with pupils gathering on the school yard.
Hand washing and Hygiene 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Pupils will be expected to follow all hand washing and hygiene routines whilst in school.  They will wash their hands before entering school, after returning from the outside, before and after eating and at regular intervals during the day, including visits to the toilet. Hand sanitiser will also be available at the door of each of the classrooms to be used.
We ask all staff and pupils to follow the catch it, bin it, kill it, mantra when in school, if they need to cough or sneeze, they should use a tissue or crook of their arm.  Pupils will be reminded not to touch their face, mouth, nose or eyes while at school. 
Should a child refuse to follow these routines, disciplinary procedures and sanctions will be used (see below). 
Social Distancing 
Pupils will be expected to socially distance from their peers and adults in school and on the school yard at all times. When entering their classroom, pupils will have their own table with chairs spaced 2m apart., they will be expected to go straight to their table and nowhere else in the room. They will put their hand up if they need an adult’s support and they will not get out of their seats. 
Teachers will ensure that pupils adhere to social distancing measures. Where pupils are not complying, the usual disciplinary procedures and sanctions will be used (see below). 
Toilets 
Pupils must try and use the toilet at break only. If this is impossible then the classroom teacher can alert the general office, via PARS, should a pupil require the toilet. A member of SLT will escort the pupil to ensure social distancing is maintained. When a pupil has finished in the toilet they must wash their hands for 20 seconds, in line with Government guidance, then make their way back to class and not visit any other location.
Break times 
Once instructed by a member of SLT, pupils will be led by their classroom teacher to the Senior yard. Pupils will be expected to remain socially distant from both peers and adults during break times. Markers have been place on all benches to indicate where they can safely sit. Staff will allow pupils, one at a time, to visit the toilet.  Should it be a wet day, then the class will either remain within the classroom or visit the Senior Dining room. Again markers will inform pupils of where they can safely sit.
Rewards and Sanctions
The whole school reward system will not be in use during Covid-19. However, Teachers and Teaching Assistants will welcome opportunities to praise individuals for good work, attitude or good behaviour, and show recognition, if these are brought to their attention. Above all praise and encouragement will be used as much as possible.  
If a pupil’s behaviour is deemed high risk, for example, refusing to adhere to safety measures, such as, hand washing, social distancing, or deliberate behaviours that put themselves or others at risk, such as deliberately coughing at people, the following sanctions and disciplinary procedures could be used: 
· Conversation(s) with pupil(s) which could include a verbal warning (Stage 1), moving seats if logistically possible and other behaviour management strategies in line with our current behaviour policy. (Stage 2 – 3)
· Once all appropriate behaviour management strategies have been exhausted, the class teacher will send for a member of SLT, who will in turn, contact the pupil’s parent/carer. (Stage 4)
· If the health and safety of other pupils and staff members are put at risk by a pupil not adhering to social distancing measures, then the parent/carer will be expected to collect the pupil and a fixed term exclusion, at the discretion of the Headteacher, may be applied in line with Exclusion guidance.  (Stage 5 and/or Fixed Term Exclusion)
In line with the current behaviour policy, Stages 2 -5 will be recorded on the school behavioural system, PARS.
Pupils with Special Educational Needs 
School acknowledges that pupils will have had a range of different experiences during the lockdown period which may have an impact on their behaviour presentation upon return to school.  Some may present with frustration as a result of being isolated from friends or having missed a significant event or experience; e.g. exams, school trip, etc.  Others may have experienced bereavement or loss or another, real or perceived, traumatic episode.  For many, the process of re-engagement with learning and the school community, under unusual circumstances, may require some additional input and encouragement. 
Children with SEN are recognised as being particularly vulnerable and therefore have an urgent need to be re-integrated back into school as soon as reasonably possible.  School will work closely with parents to implement supportive strategies that will inform an appropriate response.  If necessary school will seek external support from other agencies such as Educational Psychologists or Early Help. 
Pupils working from home. 
If interacting with other pupils or staff online, pupils should always be kind and respectful to each other and to staff, remembering at all times that that staff are not ‘friends’ with, or peers to, pupils. 
Pupils should never attempt to contact staff via social media or make comments about staff on social media platforms. Any inappropriate comments to staff online, via Showbie/Twitter, or any other platform will be taken very seriously. This is also the case for any online bullying towards other pupils or peer-on-peer abuse that is disclosed to the school during this time.
