listened to what the king had to say, they set out.
And there in front of them was the star they had
seen rising; it went forward and halted over the

place where the child was. The sight of the star filled
them with delight, and going into the house they
saw the child with his mother Mary, and falling to
their knees they did him homage. Then, opening
their treasures, they offered him gifts of gold and
frankincese and myrrh. But they were warned in a
dream not to go back to Herod, and returned to

their own country by a different way.
