Health and Safety Measures 

As part of our ongoing strategies to combat the spread of Covid-19, we are having air 

extraction systems installed in our changing rooms next week.  As the work is being carried 

out on Monday 6th and Tuesday 7th December we are permitting pupils to come to school in 

their PE kits for those two days (only if they have PE on those days) to enable the delivery of 

PE lessons.  All pupils will be expected to be in full school uniform again from Wednesday 

8th December. 

We continue to make as strong plea to our pupils to wear masks in corridors and crowded 

communal spaces.  May I ask parents to support us in insisting that their children comply 

with our request?  Normal exemptions do, of course, apply.
