PURPOSE:   The Chaplain’s core role is to develop and support the spiritual life of the 
school community, primarily pupils but also, where appropriate, staff and 

parents. The Chaplain will work in close liaison with the Diocese. 

   

MAIN DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES   

   

The Chaplain as witness   

• Help people to recognise God’s love for them, and their need of God.   
• Inspire through example.   

• To encourage staff and pupils to follow Catholic social teaching through involvement in practical 

projects.   

• To have a central role in implementing the school mission statement and work with the Head Teacher 

in leading and developing the Catholic life of the school.   

  

• Leading opportunities to live out the mission statement.  

  

• To nurture the faith formation and liturgical life of the school community.  

  

   

The Chaplain as pastor  

  

• Be visible and approachable around the school.   

• Accompany members of the school community, celebrating with them in their joys and consoling them 

in their sorrows.    

• To play a supportive role in the well-being of the staff.  

• Use a collaborative style of ministry that encourages a team approach to chaplaincy through a chaplaincy 

team.   

• To offer opportunities of prayer for staff and students.  

• Plan for the celebration of Mass and the sacraments in school.  

• Care for the school Chapel as a sacred space, and prepare for the celebration of Mass, Benediction and 

other services.   

  

  



   

The Chaplain as leader   

• Have a good understanding of the liturgical life of the Church and be able to lead pupils and staff into 

a fuller appreciation of its richness and beauty.    

• Ensure that the school environment reflects the school’s Catholic identity.    
• Support class and whole school-based worship through the provision and creation of appropriate 

resources.    

• To support staff and pupils in their planning, preparation and leading of liturgies and collective 

worship.  

• Provide opportunities for staff and pupils to deepen their spiritual life by, for example, organising 

retreats and days of reflection.    

• Leading and developing the Catholic Life of the School.  

• Lead services using liturgy, music and singing.  

• To co-ordinate and lead the schools retreat programme.  

  

  

The Chaplain as educator   
 

• To support and enhance the RE curriculum where appropriate.   

   

The Chaplain as professional 

   

• Make arrangements with local priests for the regular celebration of Mass and the sacrament of 

reconciliation within school.   

• Form good working relationships with nearby parishes and clergy.   

• Maintain good working relationships with other members of the school community.    

• Observe professional standards in terms of appearance, punctuality and full participation in the 

working life of the school.    

• To contribute to school self-evaluation processes and report to Governors.   

• Play a supportive role in the pastoral system for students.   

• To lead and develop the Chaplaincy website, resources and social media footprint.   

• To support the Headteacher in his/her role as faith leader in school.  

   

In addition, the Chaplain should be willing to carry out other tasks as reasonably requested by the 

Headteacher. For example, student supervision, educational trips and pastoral responsibilities. The 

Chaplain should also be prepared to undertake further training, including First Aid, as may be reasonable 

required for the efficient discharge of their responsibilities.
